Naturally Gunung Raya 
 
The Gunung Raya nature trail is the first step toward a lifetime of interest in the natural world. 

Visible from pretty much anywhere on Langkawi, Gunung Raya is located at the heart of the 

island. You will be taken deep into this fascinating wilderness by beginning at the rainforest park 

in Lubuk Semilang. The ascent through the rainforest is a mild climb. The indigenous guides with 

their encyclopaedic knowledge of the terrain will point out and explain the interesting facts and 

features of the forest. At the halfway point, your guests will stop for refreshments next to a cool 

mountain river.  

 

The nature trail ends at the Kampung Buku Malaysia (Langkawi Book Village). This is the first 

and only book village in South East Asia and is part of the International Book Villages and Book 

Towns Movement. Situated amidst a lush green forest at the foot of Gunung Raya, the wooden 

kampung-style houses provide a tranquil setting to indulge in a spot of reading.

For personal enrichment, cultural exposure and life-long learning experiences focused on 

nature, horticulture and environmental issues, this drive to the wilderness is not to be missed. 

Enjoy the tranquillity of Kampung Runggut’s village lifestyles and see how simplicity works 

wonders in creating peace and harmony for the gentlefolk here. Your guests’ leisurely walk will 

bring them past coconut plantations before arriving at the rubber plantation where they will be 

shown rubber tapping techniques and the processes thereafter.  

 

Your guests will hit the road again for a short drive to trek the oldest rainforest in the world. Walk 

under a canopy of giant trees with an experienced guide who will explain that this rainforest is 

home to some 14,500 species of flowering plants. A gourmet lunch will be served next to a fresh 

water stream.
